Material List:   Paint -  Thalo blue, alizarin crimson, cadmium yellow (light or pale), Thalo green (any brand EXCEPT Cottman) ,  Cadmium red medium  (preferred, but you can use what you have)


Paper: Good quality paper is essential.  I recommend Arches 140# cold pressed


Brushes: Whatever students currently are using should be fine, but if they need to buy new, I suggest a #14 round, a number 6 or 8 round, a large, flat inexpensive flat brush for wetting large areas (a 1" hardware store variety is fine)


Other items: a palette (I use a "John Pike" style), but a couple of foam paper plates will do in a pinch, a container for water, a number 2 drawing pencil, a soft eraser (white vinyl is good), a straight edge, some paper towels, a roll of masking tape, and a few sheets of tracing paper.  Some students may want to bring "masking fluid" (not required).  We will also need several hairdryers (I have one).
