SUPPLY LIST – PAINTING WITH THE KNIFE

INSTRUCTOR – PAT FORD

Roll of paper towels

1 or 2 stretched canvasses – no smaller then 16 x 20 (preferably 20 x 24 or 18 x 24)

Your normal paints (either Oil or Acrylic with Oil being the easier medium)

You will need a large tube of white paint

Oil painters (only) will need to use Gamsol* to clean your brushes (not mineral spirits)

Acrylic painters will need a water bucket or two to clean brushes

A few brushes – make sure you have some large ones for lay-in

Palette – the larger the better

Easel (or you may use the table if you wish)

Some plastic to cover the table surface from paint

Bring some photo reference material to paint from - seascapes, landscapes, or floral

A plastic grocery bag or two to use as a trash receptacle

And most importantly, you will need a painting knife. You will note it has an off-set wooden handle.  It will be made of metal.  It should be approximately the same size as illustration but anything close will work fine. You are looking for flexibility as well as size and shape.  I will have a few that I will bring along to sell if you cannot find one.  They are available locally at Silver Swan Art Supply.  One of the better brands of painting knives is manufactured by Liquitex.  

Note for Acrylic painters: the plastic acrylic style knives are not suitable for painting – only for mixing paint.

*GAMSOL is available at Silver Swan Art Supplies in Ocala or you can order it through ASW or Jerry’s Art Catalogs.  Gamsol is the only product you may use in the class.
